▪ “A spiritual gift is any ability that is empowered by 

the ____________  _____________ and used in 
any ministry of the church” - Wayne Grudem 

 
 

▪ Spiritual gifts are abilities that are empowered by 
the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 12-14) 

 
▪ Everyone is given at least one spiritual gift (1 Cor. 

12:7) 
 
▪ The Holy Spirit is the One who sovereignly 

determines our gifts (1 Cor. 12:11) 
 
▪ Gifts are given to build the body of Christ (1 Cor. 

12:7ff.) 
 
▪ No gifts are superior to any other gifts- they are all 

important to building the body of Christ (1 Cor.
